SCHOLARSHIPS WITH CERTAIN RESTRICTIONS
The Lorna Langley 4-H Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H member who is graduating high school senior with a minimum projected grade point average of 3.0, and who plans to enter college or university in North Carolina and major in Home Economics.

The W. L. Teeter Family 4-H Scholarship recipient shall be a 4-H member who is a graduating senior, who plans to attend NC State University in the fall following graduation, enroll in the School of Agriculture and Life Sciences and major in a curriculum of study relating to production agriculture in the four year undergraduate degree program or two year Agriculture Institute.

The Joe and Barbara Brooks Scholarship shall be awarded to a graduating high school senior who plans to major in Horticulture Science at NC State University or who is a renewing upperclassman who has previously received the scholarship.

The Geraldine Kennedy Capps Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolled as a freshman at UNC - Greensboro or East Carolina University.  Preference is given to a major in Clothing and Textiles or related field or one who participated in clothing and textiles or fashion revue.  Applicants must submit a letter documenting financial need from parent or guardian.  

The Dr. Gary S. and Patricia H. Davis 4-H Poultry Science Scholarship It will be awarded to an NC State Poultry Science upcoming freshman or upperclassman who has participated in 4-H.

The Thomas A Carter Family 4-H Poultry Science Scholarship It will be awarded to an NC State Poultry Science upcoming freshman or upperclassman who has participated in 4-H.

John C. McLean Scholarship for the Western District shall be awarded to a 4-H member in the Western District.  Priority is given to a 4-H’er whose family is a member of their county Farm Bureau.  

Reese and Jessie Crouse 4-H Scholarship for the Northwest District will be awarded to a 4-H’er living in the Northwest District.

Dr. Thomas Hobgood  4-H Scholarship for the Northeast District will be awarded to a 4-H’er living in the Northeast District.

Denver Robinson 4-H Scholarship for the Western District will be awarded to a      4-H’er living in the Western District.

Jane K. Stuart 4-H Scholarship for the Northwest District will be awarded to a        4-H’er living in the Northwest District.

Gary Stott shall be awarded to an NC State Freshman enrolling in Animal Science, Pre-Vet or Agricultural Institute, majoring in a curriculum related to agricultural productions.

Anne Kristine Barnes shall be awarded to a 4-H’er living in the Northeast District.

I. O. Schaub shall be awarded to a 4-H’er majoring in agriculture or forestry at NC State.  This scholarship can be awarded to a freshman or upperclassman.

Gordan E. Sawyer shall be awarded to a 4-H’er in the Northeast District.

Victoria Jean Cope shall be awarded to a 4-H’er in the North Central or Southeast District.

Robert N. Wood Collegiate 4-H Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at NC State.

4-H Horse Program shall be awarded to a 4-H’er who is currently enrolled in the 4-H Horse Project and must be eligible under official 4-H Horse Program guidelines.   Scholarships will not be awarded until applicant has completed one semester or quarter of college with a minimum GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.  Must include an essay entitled “How 4-H has Prepared Me for the Challenges of the Future.”

North Central District 4-H Horse Program shall be awarded to a 4-H’er who is currently enrolled in the 4-H Horse Project and must be eligible under official 4-H Horse Program guidelines.   Scholarships will not be awarded until applicant has completed one semester or quarter of college with a minimum GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale.  Must include an essay entitled “How 4-H has Prepared Me for the Challenges of the Future.”  This scholarship will be awarded to a 4-H’er who is residing in the North Central District.

Vernon James shall be awarded to a 4-H’er who is enrolling as a freshman at NCSU in the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences. Preference goes first to applicants from Pasquotank County.  If no qualified applicants are available, then preference goes to applicants from Camden, Currituck, Perquimans and Chowan counties.

Ray Wilkinson Communications shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a college freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC pursuing a degree in some phase of communications. In the event that no freshman is eligible, an upperclassman may be awarded the scholarship.  

Mitchell County 4-H Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H Staff Member or 4-H’er from Mitchell County enrolling as a college freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC. In the even that no freshman is eligible, an upperclassman may be awarded this scholarship.

Carolyn Smith Ivey shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  Must be a member living in the Western or North West district. 

Robert M & Helen B. Runion 4-H Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  Preference goes first to applicants from Mitchell County.  If no qualified applicants are available, then preference goes to applicants the Western District.  In the event that no freshman is eligible, an upperclassman may be awarded this scholarship.
General Henry Hugh Shelton 4-H Leadership Scholarship shall be awarded to current 4-H member.  The recipient must enroll as an entering freshman at NC State University.  Preference will be given to applicants who are outstanding 4-H members from the General’s home county of Edgecombe, or from Cumberland County, the home of Fort Bragg.  

Rudolph Carl Ellis 4-H Scholarship shall be awarded to a current 4-H member enrolling at NC State University.  First preference goes to a Cumberland County 4-H member majoring in Agriculture, Horticulture, or Animal Science.  Second preference goes to a South Central District 4-H’er.

Dr. Eloise Cofer 4-H Scholarship (Family & Consumer Science) shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  The scholarship will be given to an outstanding 4-H member in the area of Family and Consumer Education. 

Edmund & Elizabeth Aycock shall be awarded to a current or former 4-H member who has participate din the North Carolina 4-H Youth Development and who is enrolling as a college freshman or upperclassman at North Carolina State University.  Second Preference shall be a 4-H member who is enrolling as a college freshman in another institution of higher education in North Carolina.  

William Sawyer 4-H Scholarship  shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  The scholarship will be given to an outstanding 4-H member from Currituck County.  If no 4-H’ers from Currituck County the award may be given to a 4-H member from the Northeast District.

Kristina Jarrell 4-H Electric shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  The 4-H must be currently enrolled in the 4-H Electric Project.  4-H’er must have attended 4-H Electric Congress.

Edward Gore/General Hugh Shelton Leadership shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  First preference goes to a 4-H member from Brunswick County, if no applicant; the scholarship will be open to everyone.  Student must attend NC State University or Campbell University.  Scholarship is renewable.  Applicant must have a GPA of 3.0 in order to renew it.  

Huddleston Family 4-H Electric shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  The 4-H must be currently enrolled in the 4-H Electric Project and living the Duke Energy Territory. Must have attended 4-H Electric Congress.  

Rachel Kirby Thomas & Dr. Frank Bancroft Thomas 4-H Foods & Nutrition Scholarship shall be awarded to a 4-H member enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in NC.  The 4-Her must have had an outstanding record in Foods and Nutrition.  Preference will be given to a 4-H’er who is majoring in a Foods & Nutrition related degree, but this is not required.

Dr. David and Mrs. Carol Burnette (West District) Must be a 4-H member living in the West District.  Also must be enrolling as a freshman at any accredited institution of higher learning in North Carolina.  

Southern States Cooperative 4-H Leadership Scholarship  - Shall be awarded to a 4-H member who is a resident of North Carolina and are sons or daughters of agricultural producers.  Must be enrolling as an undergraduate student in the College of Agricultural & Life Sciences at NC State University.  May be renewed for 3 additional years by submitting a 4-H Scholarship application and a current college transcript with a minimum 2.7 GPA on a 4.0 Scale.  

Helene C. Knight 4-H Scholarship for Gates County; 1; Gates County; $500; Preference for this scholarship shall be a rising first semester freshman in any two- or four- year college/university who has participated in the North Carolina 4-H Youth Development Program as a member of the Gates County 4-H program for three of the last five years prior to scholarship application due date.  Student must have a minimum 2.75 GPA.  This evidence shall be provided through two letters of recommendation; one from the 4-H Agent and one from a high school faculty member.  The principle must issue a statement to verify positive student behavior.  Should a freshman not be eligible, the scholarship may be awarded to an upperclassman who meets all requirements listed above.  However, the upper classman must have the following GPA as it relates to their classification:  sophomore - 3.00, junior - 3.25, or senior - 3.50.  This recipient must be demonstrating satisfactory progress towards graduation as determined by the NC 4-H Youth Development Program Scholarship Committee.

Edward H. Leagans 4-H Equine Scholarship; 1; Forsyth or NW District; $500; Must be an outstanding member of the 4-H Horse Program and will be based on academic achievement and merit.  First Preference will be given to a Forsyth County 4-H’er attending any institution of higher learning in the United States.

The Farris “Pass it On” Scholarship; 1; Wilson County or NC District; $500; Recipient will be selected on the basis of excellence of 4-H leadership and academic merit while in high school.  This scholarship can be utilized at any accredited two or four year institution of higher education in the United States. 

The William Michael Vatavuk 4-H Memorial Scholarship; 1; $500; This scholarship shall be awarded for a college scholarship at an institution of higher learning in the United States.  Preference for this scholarship shall be awarded to a current or former 4-H member involved in 4-H Communications, Leadership, and/or Citizenship.  The recipient will be selected on the basis of excellence and merit.  Financial need is the third component and will be considered most important should all other criteria be met.

6. What are the qualifications for receiving an award?

Recipients will have outstanding records of 4-H participation and achievement.  Recipients will possess an excellent high school record of academic achievement measured chiefly by their performances on solid secondary school courses including English, mathematics, physical sciences and social sciences.  Also, recipients will demonstrate an aptitude for college work, which will be measured by their performance on college entrance examinations, including the Scholastic Aptitude Test.  Applicants may provide a statement on financial need.  Selections will not be based on need; however, unusual financial situations will be taken into consideration.  

Financial data will be supplied in confidence to the Selection Committee only.

We would also like to have a 4-H Resume limited to 2 pages as an attachment to the scholarship application.  This resume will be use in scoring the 4-H participation and achievement in 4-H.

7. What are the selection criteria?

4-H’er must attend a school in North Carolina.  The applicants will be judged on the following basis: one-half (1/2) 4-H record, one-fourth (1/4) scholastic achievement, one-fourth (1/4) college aptitude.

9. When will the recipients be selected?

The selection committee will review all nominations after January 15th.  Recipients will be named by March.

10. Who will select the recipients?

The 4-H Youth Development Department will annually appoint a Selection Committee made up of qualified and experienced professional educators.

11. How will the recipients know of their selections and terms of the awards?

An awards letter will be send to the 4-H Agent who will then contact the 4-H’er outlining all of the terms and requirements, which each scholarship recipient must fulfill.

12. When will the money be available to the recipient?

After the North Carolina 4-H Development Fund, Inc., receives certification of college enrollment, money will be available to the student by asking registrars or financial aid officers to administer it in a manner in keeping with each institutional policies. Horse Scholarship winners must submit an official transcript after completion of their first semester to verify their required GPA of 2.0.  Other winners will receive ½ their first semester and the remaining ½ their second semester. All 4-H Scholarships will be paid directly to the college or university.  They will NOT be made payable to a 4-H’er nor his/her parents.  Recipients must be Full Time Students. Recipients must attend school in North Carolina with the exception of the 4-H Horse Program Scholarship.
13. Who is responsible for the recipient’s college entrance and enrollment?

The recipient must make all arrangements for the college admission, acceptance, and enrollment.

14. What happens if a recipient declines an award or fails to enroll in college?

The alternate winner will receive the award.

15. What colleges or universities may the recipient attend?

Any four-year accredited North Carolina college or university, or any junior college in the state, provided a program of study is selected that is transferable to a four-year college, with the exception of the I. O. Schaub, Dr. Gary S. & Patricia H. Davis, W. L. Teeter, Robert N. Wood, Geraldine Kennedy Capps, Vernon James, , Rudolph Carl Ellis and Gary Stott Scholarships as explained in item number two (2).  The NC 4-H Development Fund, Inc., will correspond with recipients prior to college enrollment to be certain that each understands the policy.
